


Heritage Safari Lodge 
Originally built in the 1940ǋs, at the famous watering hole along the Lourenco 

Marques / Durban route, this gracious old lodge was purchased by the Zulu Nyala 

Group in September 1996. The building has been restored to its former colonial gran-

deur, enhanced with a delightfully decadent ambience, and added new accommodation 

facilities, themed to highlight Zululandôs unique cultural development. 

The estate adjoins the Zulu Nyala Private Game Reserve, with all of the reserve activi-

ties such as game drives and walks available to Heritage guests. The reserve is home 

to abundant plains game (the shy and beautiful nyala, giraffe, zebra, blue wildebeest, 

impala and many more), as well as elephant, white rhino, buffalo, leopard, cheetah, 

hippo and a wealth of bird life. Game drives are conducted in open 4×4 vehicles, by 

FGASA qualified and experienced game rangers. Early morning and late afternoon 

game drives are both offered, each allowing a unique viewing experience as different 

animals are more easily seen at different times of the day.

The 

word ótentô belies the elegant comfort and spaciousness within, where cool cream or white 

contrasts with earth tones and slate, while elegant colonial style is counter-pointed style with 

hints of ethnic inspiration. Roomy double sleeping accommodation is offset by a magnificent 

bathroom, fitted with both a luxury bath and shower.  With its own helipad, reception boma, 

private boma for al fresco meals and a magnificent swimming pool featuring natural rock, the 

Heritage Tented Safari Camp is entirely self-contained and self-sufficient, providing the per-

fect base for individual travelers or large groups. What better way to experience the romance 

and mystique of Africa?  The Heritage Tented Safari Camp is the ideal base from which to 

conduct your exploration of this rich and diverse, natural conservation region.
